Summary of reports for high schools

School data summary

This report contains a short summary of the school’s attainment and pupil characteristics.  This involves data on the number of pupils on roll in terms of January PLASC, net capacity, September admission numbers, and surplus places.  The characteristic data involved is on pupil gender, year group, ethnicity, free school meal (FSM) eligibility, special educational need (SEN), mobility, class sizes, exclusions, attendance, and budgetary information.

· School level Fischer Family Trust (FFT) A, B, C, and D estimates for English, maths, and science level 5s and above at KS3 and the equivalent performance indicators at KS4.

· Statutory and recommended target setting forms (must be returned by school to LA).

· FFT list of pupil estimates in English, maths and science at KS3 and in performance indicators at KS4.

· Bar graph showing each schools difference between the actual and expected achievement of level 5 and above taking into account the social context of each schools cohort.  The graph also shows the upper, lower and median qaurtiles and there is a graph per core subject.

· Bar graph showing each schools VA score against the national banding.

· Matrices (similar to tables) showing numbers and percentages of pupils at each KS2 level and the corresponding pupils that went onto get each KS3 level.  There are matricies for your school, the borough, and national figures for each core subject.

· Pupil list from FFT showing pupil estimates and actuals for the each subject based on pupils from similar schools.
