Summary of reports for primary schools

School data summary

This report contains a short summary of the school’s attainment and pupil characteristics.  This involves data on the number of pupils on roll in terms of January PLASC, net capacity, September admission numbers, and surplus places.  The characteristic data involved is on pupil gender, year group, ethnicity, free school meal (FSM) eligibility, special educational need (SEN), mobility, class sizes, exclusions, attendance, and budgetary information.

Target setting support pack and pupil estimates

This guidance supports the statutory target setting process for Key Stage (KS) 2. The guidance includes an overview of the target setting process and the following data:

This report analyses the scores achieved by reception pupils in the foundation stage profile.  The data included is as follows:

· Table of average scores for each assessment scale for your schools current and previous years compared to Ealings average current year scores.

· Radar (spider web) graph showing average scores for each assessment scale for your school and the borough.

· Radar (spider web) graphs as the one above but for specific pupil groups such as gender, broad ethnicity, FSM, EAL, and term of birth for the borough and your school.

· Table of performance of each assessment scale by specific pupil groups such as gender, broad ethnicity, detailed ethnicity, EAL, FSM, and term of birth for the borough and your school.

· Bar charts showing percentage of pupils at each FSP score (0 to 9) for each assessment scale with Ealing and national comparisons.

Key stage 1 report

This report details a schools key stage 1 attainment by each performance indicator and compares their performance with other schools in Ealing.  The data included is as follows:

· Table breaking down each level achieved by your school, the borough and nationally by reading, writing, maths, speaking and listening, and science Teacher Assessments (TA).  There is a table each for all pupils, boys, and girls.

· Table and graphs showing reading, writing, and maths averages overtime and by three year rolling averages for your school, the borough, and nationally.

· Tables showing percentages of each subject at different levels of attainment, e.g. level 2 plus, level 2B plus, and level 3 plus, for specific pupil groups such as all pupils including and excluding recent arrivals (RA), gender, broad ethnicities, detailed ethnicities, FSM, SEN, mobility, attendance, and language for your school and the borough.

· Bar graph showing each schools percentage of level 2 and above average score as well as the boroughs upper, lower and median quartiles.  There is a graph per core subject.

· Bar graph showing each schools difference between the actual and expected achievement of level 2 and above taking into account the social context of each schools cohort.  The graph also shows the upper, lower and median qaurtiles and there is a graph per core subject.

· Scatter plot graph mapping each pupils relative versus actual performace.  The graph is sectioned to help interpret the pupils performance (see appendix).  There is a graph per core subject.

Key stage 2 report

This report details a schools key stage 2 attainment by each performance indicator and value added progress and compares their performance with other schools in Ealing.  The data included is the same as the KS1 report but includes the additional data as follows:

· Bar graph showing each schools VA score against the national banding.

· Matrices (similar to tables) showing numbers and percentages of pupils at a particular level at KS1 and the corresponding numbers and percentages of those pupil that went onto get a particular level at KS2.  There are matricies for your school, the borough, and national figures for each core subject.

· Pupil list from FFT showing pupil estimates and actuals for the each subject based on pupils from similar schools.

FFT analyses to support self-evaluation

This analysis was produced by FFT in conjunction with Ofsted to support schools with their self evaluation.  The data included is as follows:

· Table of core subjects overtime by contextual value added actuals, percentile ranks, and upper, lower and middle gender groups.
