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School Workforce Census


Census day this year fell on Thursday 3rd of November. Over 50% of schools had submitted their returns by day 5! The majority of errors that are coming up are in relation to incorrect service terms, duplication of absence records and casual contracts being included. If you haven’t done so already please ensure your return is submitted ASAP, as the deadline for submitting was Thursday 10th November.  





School to school (S2S) website


Please can all schools remember to use the S2S generic or CTF file transfer method to send pupil data to the LA and other schools and not to, under any circumstances, email any personal pupil data. 





Remember that all generic files sent between schools and the LA will now need to be password protected with the password Matthew emailed to administrators in February.  Contact Matt if you need a reminder of your password.





Target setting


As announced in the Schools White Paper (Nov 2010), the centrally-driven statutory process of target setting has now ended.  Therefore schools are not required to submit their targets to the local authority this year. 





Guidance from school effectiveness colleagues is that target setting should still be seen as an important school improvement tool and targets should still be set at individual pupil level and then aggregated up to cohort level. Principles of challenge still apply (so FFT D remains the benchmark) and the focus should be on progress, with the aim for at least expected progress for all.


 


Due to the change in statutory requirements, we have not produced target setting packs for schools this year.  We have instead incorporated the results v targets summaries into your main KS1 and 2 reports.  The Fischer Family Trust data that used to be included in the pack can also still be accessed directly from � HYPERLINK "http://www.fftlive.org" ��www.fftlive.org�. We have still produced an updated target setting spreadsheet based on the pupils in year 5 at your school in the October census and their FFT D estimates. Autumn School Census


Thank you for your hard work to send your School Census returns to us promptly.  This makes things a great deal easier for us to begin our checks and remove all the duplicates, and I hope it makes sense for you to get the School Census off your hands, so that you can get organised for School Workforce and everything else!





There were, as usual, a few issues with full and part-timers and ethnicity information for the younger pupils, but we appreciate that it is hard to monitor all these things, especially when there is no validation on them.  At least now between us, we should have got them all sorted out in readiness for January!  Don’t forget, we are very happy to look up UPNs for new pupils coming to your school each September.  You can contact us with a list as soon as you know the names in the summer.  In the end, if you have the correct UPN on your system to start with, it saves a great deal of editing and adding notes to your returns for us, and retrospective alterations to SIMS.net for you.





The Spring Census will take place on January 19th 2012, details of training courses will follow soon.





Please see email entitled “lower school postcode report” sent to census contacts by Fiona on 8th November for details of an additional SIMS.net report we need you to run to assist us with planning school places at this time of high and increasing demand.  This is as a result of addresses not being collected in the Autumn census this year.  We appreciate your cooperation with this additional report.








Additional Support for Schools


The Research and Statistics Team offers a tailored service to schools through buy-back.  Schools can book a member of the team to come into school and talk to senior management, classroom teachers, and/or governors about their school’s data; using performance data; and/or improving pupil tracking and information management.  Schools can also commission the team to undertake additional analysis above and beyond that currently offered.  This buy back service is available at a cost of £250 per half day (or on a pro rata basis), subject to availability, and can be booked by contacting Kim Price, although we regret that we only have a limited capacity to offer this service.

Key Stage 1 and 2 unvalidated data was released in RAISEonline (� HYPERLINK "http://www.raiseonline.org" ��www.raiseonline.org�) at the end of September.  The summary report (formerly known as the full report) can also be accessed from the site.  For KS2, this data does not yet reflect any changes requested during the performance tables checking exercise.  2011 Key Stage 2 national question level analysis (QLA) data for English and maths tests is also now available.

FFT Live now contains provisional KS1 and KS2 data for 2010/11.  This enables you to access KS1 contextual outcomes for 2010/11, estimates for 2014/15 (current Y3 pupils) and KS2 actual v estimate outcomes for 2010/11.  Your provisional “2011 FFT Analyses to support self-evaluation” report is also now available for you to download directly from the site (using the self eval tab on the top menu bar.





FFT administrator account login details were sent to all schools in September 2009 and all other accounts were disabled at some point after this for security reasons.  If you have lost your username and password for FFTlive please contact Matthew Duffy who can reset this for you.





Racist incident reporting


From 2011/12 onwards, we will be moving from a termly collection to an annual collection of racist incidents.  You will still need to record the number of incidents in each term, but we will only require you to submit the data annually following the autumn term governors meeting for the previous academic year. Any school who has not submitted termly returns for 2010/11 will be required to submit an annual return.
