School to school (S2S) website


Please can all schools remember to use the S2S generic or CTF file transfer method to send pupil data to the LA and other schools and not to, under any circumstances, email any personal pupil data.





A handful of schools are sending CTF's with transferring pupils to the LA. Please remember if you are uploading a CTF to S2S and you don't know where the pupil is going please send them to "Unknown" destination with XXXXXXX under Destination LA/Other. If the child is going abroad or to an independent school then the destination is "Outside maintained sector" with MMMMMMM. You can add these locations under Tools/Setup/CTF and scroll down to Alternative Destinations. 


 


You should only send CTF's to the local authority when submitting KS1 or FSP returns in the summer term.  If you have any further questions about CTF's or using S2S please contact Matthew Duffy.

Autumn School Census


Although it was very quiet in terms of phone queries in the Schools Data Management Department prior to October 7th, we had our best ever response from you all once COLLECT became available – 70% of returns were submitted by Monday 11th October!  This makes things a great deal easier for us to begin our checks and remove all the in-borough duplicates by half term, as required by the DfE, so very many thanks.





The data was better than ever as well.  Schools had taken care to respond to our requests to check full and part-timers and include as much ethnicity information as they could for every pupil.  There have been quite a number of duplicates and changes of UPN to check out, however, which has meant phone calls to schools. Don’t forget, the Schools Data Management Department is very happy to look up UPNs for new pupils coming to your school each September.  You can contact us with a list as soon as you know the names in the summer.  In the end, if you have the correct UPN on your system to start with, it saves a great deal of editing and adding notes to your returns for us, and retrospective alterations to SIMS.net for you.


The next date on the census calendar is November 4th, when the first Annual School Workforce Return is due.  











Additional Support for Schools


The Research and Statistics Team offers a tailored service to schools through buy-back.  Schools can book a member of the team to come into school and talk to senior management, classroom teachers, and/or governors about their school’s data; using performance data; and/or improving pupil tracking and information management.  Schools can also commission the team to undertake additional analysis above and beyond that currently offered.  This buy back service is available at a cost of £230 per half day, subject to availability, and can be booked by contacting Kim Price, although we regret that we only have a limited capacity to offer this service.

FFT data has just been released so we will be adding the pupil level data and relative attainment graphs into the provisional KS2 reports during half term.  We will then produce a final version of the KS2 reports in December, following the final data release, which will take account of all remarks and recent arrivals submitted during the checking exercise.  Please note that while we are happy to remove recent arrivals from provisional reports, we do not have the capacity to reproduce provisional reports in the Autumn term, so please remember that if you wish to have recent arrivals removed from your provisional report you must let us know by the end of the summer term.  





We do everything we can to get our reports out to schools as early as possible so they are timely for you.  As we are reliant on external data sources, this often means turning reports around in a matter of days, with little time for checking and therefore unfortunately sometimes errors are made.   If you do spot any errors please do let us know and we will correct these as soon as we can.





Due to capacity issues on the EGFL, we have had to remove reports prior to 2005 from the site.  We still hold copies of these if you need them.  From now on we will be keeping 5 years worth of historical reports on the site.
