Data collection and analysis officers


Officers from the Research and Statistics and Schools Data Management teams work together to provide a variety of services involved with the collection, analysis and reporting of a range of data including: school and pupil performance, contextual, & school places planning data.  


We are pleased to announce that Kim Price will be returning from maternity leave on 1st August.


We are pleased to welcome our new apprentice; Stephanie Peters who is now working with Bryn in Schools Data Management and will be assisting in the Early Years Census and Nursery Education grant funding.  Stephanie has already completed her NVQ level 2 and is now working towards her level 3.





School Workforce Census Summer 2010


The school workforce census day falls on November 4th this year and will be the first FULL annual collection where all data will be collected in one go based on the previous academic year. With it being the first statutory annual collection, the DFE have now removed the authorisation criteria that was put in place for the first statutory return in January and will now expect a full return from all schools/ LA’s. We had 64 out of a possible 88 returns authorised based on the authorisation criteria. This was due to missing information that was only picked up in reports made available only to the DFE. They have ensured us (the LA’s) that these reports will be available to us for the next census, but on a brighter note you were freed from completing the 618G form (Yipee!!! Mission accomplished).  In order to prepare for this return, a number of courses and update sessions are being held which every school that takes part should make every effort to attend.

Summer School Census


So far, all seems to be running smoothly with Summer School Census.  The returns have been coming in very promptly, and colleagues are remembering to click the ‘Submit’ button to fully release their return to the LA, and adding excellent explanatory notes against any Errors or Queries.  This is a great help to us in the Data Management Team for which we thank you!  The scheduled uploading to COLLECT seems to have worked well, bearing in mind this is the smallest collection of the year, and as I write, one and a half days into the collection, we have over half the Ealing returns uploaded.  The process of checking and amending data is not yet underway, as the DFE have suspended the export of data to reduce the use of resources on COLLECT – but as soon as we are able to proceed we will be doing so!  Usually, at this time of year, most of the data has sorted itself out and so there should be less for us to be bothering you about.


Autumn School Census is scheduled to take place on Thursday 7th October 2010.





School to school (S2S) website


Please can all schools remember to use the S2S generic or CTF file transfer method to send pupil data to the LA and other schools and not to, under any circumstances, email any personal pupil data.  Remember to send CTF files via S2S for all year 6 pupils and any other pupils moving from your school to another school.  





Pupil level data collections


May Background Reports have been arriving steadily via S2S.  Many thanks for your prompt returns!  You will remember that the May Background Report is a local Ealing collection that provides us with additional information not included in Census.  This year Matthew Duffy has been doing the bulk of the actual collecting of files, although questions regarding the May Background Report can be directed to Matthew or Fiona Bradley.

Early Years Foundation Stage Profile and Key Stage 1





Assessments should be submitted to the LA, and KS2 directly to the NAA.  The deadline for submitting EYFSP and KS1 is Monday 28th June (PLEASE NOTE: this is earlier than originally stated in the Ealing guidance booklet).  This is to enable enough time for checking before term ends, shortly after which Matt expects to be on Paternity Leave (and Fiona goes on holiday, although that is not such exciting news).  The KS2 Assessments are to be returned directly to the QCDA via the NCA Tools website which will be available between 4th May 2010 and 9th July 2010.





Key Stage 2 Tests - Recent Arrivals


During August we will, as usual, be producing a Key Stage 2 report for the schools that took part in the 2010 end of Key Stage 2 tests, which will be available from the school reports page hopefully by the first week in September.


We would like to be able to remove any recent arrivals you know you will be removing from the provisional data, both to make the reports as useful to you as possible and to ensure that the data the LA use internally reflects the figures you are using.

You must then ensure that you also inform forvus via www.aatchecking.com during the September checking exercises so this is reflected in the published data.


Lessons have been learnt from last year, so only pupils received from your returns will be removed.  If we do not receive a list of pupils from you we will base your provisional report on all pupils and then remove any pupils you submit to Forvus from the final report following publication.  Please refer to gate keeping of 24th May 2010 for more information.
