Operation Smoke Storm - Crib sheet

1. What is Operation Smoke Storm?

· Operation Smoke Storm is an online, interactive secret-agent role play which effectively educates students on key issues around smoking and the tobacco industry.  

· It comprises of 3 separate 50 minute sessions which can be delivered consecutively over 3 PSHE sessions or during an entire curriculum free day (curriculum links are provided).

2. How does it work?

· Role playing as secret agents, students are required to pose as job interview candidates for a fictional tobacco company. Their mission objective is to infiltrate the industry and report back about its products and unethical business practices.

· Through a combination of on-screen films and group games participants are given the opportunity to learn interesting facts, discuss topics and reinforce learning through peer-led presentations.

· Session facilitators are provided with clear teacher notes so they don’t require prior subject knowledge or extensive technical ability. They simply need to facilitate discussion and click the mouse when prompted.

3. What’s different about this resource?

· It’s innovative - Lockin Learning fuses unconventional ideas with quality film and flash technology to create an interactive secret-agent role play which effectively educates students on key issues around smoking. 

· It’s easily accessible - Being an online resource, Operation Smoke Storm can be run in any classroom which has internet access and can be used by multiple users at the same time.

· It stimulates righteous outrage - Instead of only focusing on the harmful effects of smoking, Operation Smoke Storm also endeavors to expose the dark side of the tobacco industry by revealing company secrets it would prefer us not to hear.

· It’s well referenced - All 3 sessions are based on facts which are listed in an online PDF document.  This PDF contains hyperlinks to all key references and sources - useful for future classroom discussion.

4. Registration & usage

· Although Operation Smoke Storm is FREE to all London based educational establishments, everyone must still register to gain access.

· In order to register, a school or youth club must receive the ‘School email’ (containing an Authorisation Code) from their registered supervising establishment (YOU).  The School or Youth Club must then click on the registration hyperlink contained in the ‘School email’ and complete the registration form - taking care to first register their establishment before registering any personal users.  

Note: all schools/youth clubs are prompted in the ‘School email’ to confirm their registration and discuss support options with their supervising establishment.

· Once registered, all users can enter their login details onto the website, click on the resource menu and follow the simple download instructions to immediately access and run Operation Smoke Storm.

· Personal users are allocated a budget of 18 credits per week.  This credit budget is automatically refreshed every Sunday and entitles individual users to access the resource a total of 6 times per week.
