	Alternative means of access and working platform has been considered but is inappropriate in this instance.  A ladder is considered the only viable means of access or work platform because the work is low risk and of short duration

Consider weather conditions before planning any external works.

Where persons have pre-existing medical conditions or other factors which may effect their ability to undertake these tasks a separate risk assessment has been undertaken.

Identify safe systems of work for completing this task and communicate to appropriate staff.

All ladders/stepladders are suitable for purpose, checked before use and readily available.  Ladder to be of industrial quality (Class 1).

Ladder to be used for access only and NOT as working platform.

Ladder to be securely footed or tied during use.

Environment to be clear of obstacles with even surface as base for access equipment.

Area checked for overhead hazards e.g electrical cables.

Frequent documented checks of access equipment take place to confirm a safe working condition.

Procedures are in place for damaged access equipment to be removed immediately and further use prohibited 

Adequate and appropriate signs are in place to warn of the hazards below work area.  Supervision from the bottom of the ladder may be required.

Ground level area where access route is located is cordoned off to prevent contact with any persons who may be on the premises.

Works scheduled to take place when pupils not in school/area.

Caretakers are aware of fragile roof areas  

Access equipment is restricted to those who have been trained in it’s safe use.

Access equipment removed when not in use to prevent unauthorised use.

Appropriate training is given to staff

Appropriate footwear is worn so that a safe grip is maintained.

Accompanying tools and equipment carried on person are stored in tool belts or secured appropriately.

Items are lifted using the appropriate equipment and associated safe system of work

Battery powered tools only used when working at height.

Staff are trained in the use of personal protective equipment which is readily available and appropriate to the task
