	Staff to externally and internally check vehicle for any obvious signs of wear & tear /damage before pupils are allowed to embark.

Staff to check that inside of coach is clean and tidy.

Staff to check seat belts are in working order and suitable for use by the pupils on trip before vehicle starts journey

Staff to look for & note any signs of drug or alcohol abuse (on driver/s). Throughout journey staff to monitor driver alertness. Staff & pupils will not embark on coach/will disembark if concerns raised and seek help from Coach Company/Police.

Pupils should be allocated a seat & be encouraged to remain seated at all times the vehicle is in motion.

Pupils should not be allowed to visit the coach toilet without the knowledge of a member of staff, who should supervise the opening of the toilet door. Staff member to be sat facing toilet door &/or continental/emergency door/window exit

Pupils/staff to be evacuated and moved to place of safety (behind crash barriers on motorway) until coach is repaired or replacement transport arrives

Exit strategy to be explained before departure. Staff to be seated adjacent to exits during journey.

All to put bags in the under coach lockers. 

Pupils to be forbidden to lie across aisleways. 

All to wear seatbelts at all times

Staff to allocate pupils who may be troublesome to seats near the front of coach. Staff to be sited throughout coach and at least one in rear where they can see everything and everyone in front of them.

Pupils to be warned about dangers – walking out behind parked vehicles. Staff to accompany pupils at all times

Staff to take maps and mobile phones.

Staff to monitor driving & traffic dangers where possible Use mobiles to contact police and emergency services. First Aider on trip. First Aid kit on coach. Exit strategy in the event of an emergency to be explained before departure. Staff to be seated adjacent to exits during journey.
