AT2 – learning from religion

Reflect upon some of their own beliefs and ideas about the right way to live.

	Starter: Read the article Riding for Charity.  Pupils highlight 

a. When the ride started.

b. Where it is from and to.

c. How many Gurdwaras are visited.

d. Which festival is celebrates.

e. Why the ride takes place.

Development

1. Read through Book 2 p94-95

2. Pupils stick into their books a copy of the need to know facts.

3. Pupils complete Task 1   

· Give two examples of what Sikhs might do to show honesty. Give two examples of what they might not do.

· Following the internet browser format list three things you believe in these could be beliefs about God or how you should treat others.

· List three things which you think make for a good life. Think about family, money, beliefs.  Put them into priority order and explain your reasons.

SEN/EAL: framework sheet to help with main task.  Give pupils a choice of words to pick from.

Extension: Imagine that you are one of the riders in the photographs describe the journey that you made explaining why it was important to you.

Homework: Write 3-5 questions in the style of a chat show host to find out more about the bike ride.

	How does belief in God make a difference to a Sikh’s life?

	
	Starter: Select a statement.  When pupils come in to the room they need to read the statements around the room and stand next to the one they most agree with.

God is a creator being

God is without fear

God is a timeless being

God is beyond birth and death.

Pupils should be encouraged to explain the reasons for their choice.

Development:

1) Give pupils a copy of the Ik Onkar symbol.  They stick this in the centre of their page.  After reading Book 2 p96 complete Task 2 Q.1Write down four pieces of information around the symbol.  Add key words and their definitions.  These should include: Gurmurkhi, Ik Onkar, Mul Mantra.

2) Read the Mul Mantra carefully then list the qualities of God.

3) Read p 97 List the reasons for meditation.  How do you think it teaches Sikhs to treat other people?

Plenary: I stood at “X” because (refers back to starter).

SEN/EAL: Cloze exercise on the Ik Ongkar matching key words with definitions.

Extension: on the table activity add the qualities that Sikhs may want to follow in their own lives.  Saying what this would mean.  For example Believing that God is truth would mean that…

	Who were the gurus?

	
	Starter: Hand out a copy or put on IWB the statement 

“It is through actions that some come near to God.” Guru Nanak.

Pupils to brainstorm a list of actions that might get you nearer to God.

Development:

1. Read the story of Bahi Lalo and Malik Bhago.  

a. Pupils summarise the story into four sentences.

b. Write down what they think is the main point of the story.

c. What do you think the story teaches Sikhs about the way to live a good life?

2. With the person next to you discuss the differences you might see in the world if these teachings were followed.  Write the most important one down pupils will need it for the plenary.

Plenary; write the most important difference you would see in the world if we followed Nanak’s teachings in the story of Bhai Lalo onto a strip of paper.  Link the strips of paper together in a chain which you can display in the classroom.

SEN/EAL: Cloze exercise to summarise the story of Bahi Lalo.

Extension: Choose another of Nanak’s statements and explain what you think it means and how it might affect the way a Sikh lives their life.

Homework: Draw a picture to show the meaning of the story about Duni Chand.

3. Read Lakhbir Kaur story she talks about injustice in society pupils list injustices that they can see in the world.  In pairs discuss their lists and decide on one that they could have some influence on and decide as a pair one thing that they could do.

Plenary: Feedback the injustice identified and how they might tackle it.

SEN/EAL: Include some words that they could use for the memory map.

Extension: Read the vows taken when becoming a member of the Khalsa.  List 5 rules that you follow that have an impact on your life.

Homework: Design a poster entitled: Tackling in justice.  Pupils could produce this using the help of the computer and the internet.  This could be saved on the ‘P’ drive.
