	What is the Martin Luther King Day of Service?

	AT1 

Know why Martin Luther King is famous. Understand some of his beliefs.

Show an understanding of injustice.

AT2

Reflect upon how they could work towards improving the place where they live. Reflect upon how King is seen today. Consider how King’s actions have changed worldviews.

	Starter: Write down a meaning for the following words:

· Equality

· Service

· Community

Some pupils may want to use a dictionary.

Development

1. Pupils stick into their books a copy of the poster – Make it an on day not a day off, and memory map how it shows the ideas of equality/ service/ community.

2. Look at the outline of King.  Pupils add to their memory map what impression they get of him from the poster.

3. Read P66-67. 

4. Complete task 2 on p67. They may discuss in pairs first before they complete a task sheet.  Use a task sheet to help pupils develop the skill of justification.

Extension: In your opinion which of these 3 ideas is the most important in making the world a better place? Equality / service/ community?  Try to justify your point of view in more than one way.  Write a paragraph to explain it.

SEN/EAL: Use of dictionary for starter activity.  Differentiate task sheet by giving pupils some examples in question 3 to choose from.

Plenary:

Paper chains – pupils choose one idea on how they could serve their community and write it on a strip of paper.  These will then be glued together to form a chain which could be displayed in the room.

Homework:  Research the life of King.  Write into your books 3-5 key facts about him.

	What was King struggling against? (I)

	
	Starter: Give pupils a photocopy of the introduction on p68.  They should read through and using a highlighter highlight the key words. Pupils feed back key words and write them with a meaning in their glossary. If previous week’s homework completed take feedback on what facts they found out.

Development

1. Read through the examples of Racism and consider the photographic resources.

2. Pupils complete a table

Examples of injustice (unfairness)

What would need to happen to make this situation more just (fair)?

Blacks had separate school from whites.

Have schools which are open to everyone regardless of skin colour, culture or religion.

Extension: What examples of injustice are their in your community, in the UK and around the world today?

SEN/EAL: Complete the examples only on the table task sheet.

Plenary: Can of worms!  Write a series of questions on the day’s lesson and place in a jar.  Ask pupils to pull one out and answer the question.

	What was King struggling against? (II)

	
	Starter: Pupils look at the visual stimulus – Elizabeth Eckford 1957 being heckled on her way to school in Little Rock, Arkansas.  It would be preferable if they had their own copy of the picture.

a) Describe what they think is happening in the picture.  Take feedback.

b) Hand out speech bubble blanks for them to write down what they think 2 people are saying in the picture.

c) Write down 3 words that would describe how Elizabeth is feeling.

Development

1. Write a few sentences to describe a time when you felt that you had been treated unfairly.

2. Give pupils a task sheet containing the following questions on racism.

Racist attitudes can be passed on from parents to children.  

a) list other ways in which children develop racist attitudes.

Extension: which of these do you think is the most significant and the one that ought to be tackled first?

Do you think that racism affects people in your own community today? Given some examples.

Extension: Explain which of them you think is the most serious effect of racism.

Can you write down some ways in which you might help to stop racism in your community

Extension: see task sheet.

SEN/ EAL: Cloze activity based on today’s lesson

Plenary: One question I would like to ask from today’s lesson is…

H/W: Ask you parents / carers/ older brothers and sisters how they think we can prevent racism in our communities.  Be ready to feedback next lesson.

	What did King do?

	
	Starter: Wordsearch to include key words from previous lessons. Allow some time to feedback homework task if set from previous lesson.

Development

1. Read the information and the story of the Bus Boycott.  Sum up the story in 3 sentences.

2. Pupils to complete a task identifying Christian teachings which show how King followed them in terms of a non-violent protest.  

· Pupils stick into books a copy of the speech p71

· They then choose teachings which support this speech cut out and stick around the speech. 

Extension: Read the Power of Suffering p73 and the story of Jesus’ crucifixion.  Both this story and the story of Jesus’ suffering on the cross are very powerful.  Are there any similarities between the two stories?

SEN/EAL: Cloze exercise for task 1.  Limit the words used in the teachings.

H/W: Draw up a list of a) advantages b) disadvantages of non-violent protest.

	Starter: Reading the 8 quotes from p74, photocopy for the pupils, choose one cut it out, stick it into your book and then write a brief explanation of what you think it means.

Development

1. Read and listen to the ‘I have a dream speech’ made by King in 1965.

2. Class brainstorm bad situations in the world, put these on to the board.

3. On a speech bubble blank pupils write about their own vision for the future.  Describe 3 features of their vision for the future of the world.

Ext: Blank speech bubble

SEN/EAL: starter sentences for the speech bubble.

Plenary: One practical step I could take towards achieving my vision is….

H/W: Draw a picture which represents the ‘I have a dream’ speech.

	Starter: Read the information on the death of Martin Luther King.  Write down what happened in one sentence.

Development:

1. Read p77 This Is RE Book 2 together as a class.

2. Hand out copies of the Icon painting on A3 paper.  Pupils working in pairs complete the questions around the outside.

3. Allow time to feedback response.

4. Individually write down 3-5 words that describe how the artist wants you to feel about this painting.

SEN/EAL:  Underline the death in the starter activity.

                   Pair pupils up with a more literate or able student.

Ext:  Read the quote from p76 This is RE Book 2 and explain what King is talking about.

Plenary: A Christian saint is someone who lived a godly life, performed miracles and changed people’s lives for the better.  Do you think that King deserves to be called a Christian saint?  Give reasons to support your view.

· Be able to talk about what others believe in a respectful manner.

· Be able to talk about some things that make people ask questions about their beliefs.
· Be able to talk about what is important to them and to others who have religious belief.
