Aimed at newly qualified teachers, this professional development day will support NQTs to develop the quality of talk in their classrooms so that the learning is more effective. The conference will be opened with a keynote address from the highly acclaimed Professor Neil Mercer (Emeritus Professor of Education at the University of Cambridge, and Director of the Study Centre, Oracy Cambridge, The Hughes Hall Centre for Effective Spoken Communication) sharing his research findings on the role of language in the classroom and the development of children’s thinking.

The conference will support NQTs’ ability to harness the power of talk to stimulate pupil’s thinking and advance their understanding. The workshops will share repertoires of interactive skills and techniques on which the NQTs can draw flexibly and creatively, but also in a principled way, according to purpose context and needs.
