	Year 12: Two places of worship


	Learning objectives
	Suggested activities

	To develop an understanding of Christian and Sikh belief and practice within their respective places of worship.

To develop an appreciation and understanding of how this influences and shapes their respective lives.

To provide students with first hand experiences of church and gurdwara and encourage them to reflect and where appropriate draw upon personal belief.

	1. Intro to church and gurdwara using artefacts, posters and worksheets associating place of worship with name of religion. Puzzle worksheet re respective follower of each faith and their place of worship.

2. Church (1) Look at pictures of artefacts that one might find in a church. Together, write a letter to local church re possible visit.

3. Church (2) Review main themes associated with church. For Christian students, reflect on personal belief. Worksheet placing artefacts (e.g. altar, font, cross) ‘inside’ a church. Consider and record questions to ask on visit.

4. Church (3) Visit to local church. Take prepared questions and digital camera to record visit.

5. Church (4) Reflect on visit to church using photographic evidence. Write letter of thanks. Label photographs.

6. Church (5) Explore features of a typical church service, e.g. a Bible reading (Beginner’s Bible, posters showing prayer); play a range of Christian music, ‘ reflection.’ 

7. Church (6) Looking at the work of the church in the community. Use Beginner’s Bible to find passage (Matthew 22) ‘Love the Lord you God … love your neighbour …’ Talk about working alongside the poor and counselling. Explore info re Aid agencies, e.g. Christian Aid.

8. Gurdwara (1) Look at pictures of artefacts that one might find in a gurdwara. Together, write a letter to local gurdwara re possible visit.

9. Gurdwara (2) Review themes associated with gurdwara. Sikh students to reflect on personal belief and knowledge. Worksheet placing images of artefacts inside a gurdwara. Consider and record questions to ask on visit.

10. Gurdwara (3) Visit to local gurdwara. Take prepared questions digital camera.
11. Gurdwara (4) Reflect on visit to gurdwara using photographic evidence. Write letter of thanks. Label photographs.

12. Gurdwara (5) Watch Sikh programme in Water, Moon, Candle, Tree and Sword DVD (see background information).  Play some banis from the Nit Nem. (Literally ‘daily naam’, the Nitnem are a collection of banis that Sikhs are meant to recite each day.) Consider work of gurdwara in the community, e.g. langar.

· be able to reflect upon and talk about the church and the gurdwara in more detail

· be able to refer to the key elements of Christian / Sikh belief and practice
