	Year 7: Friends, sound and music


	Learning objectives
	Suggested activities
	Suggested resources

	To consider the issue of friendship, and the qualities that make a friend.

To identify individual and shared interests that can sometimes help create friendships.

To follow and respond to the story of the lost sheep.

To reflect on the significance of prayer for Christians in establishing a relationship with God.

To display interest and preference for different types of sounds / music.

To appreciate and respond to the significance of spoken language, sounds and music within the given faiths.  

To encourage students to reflect on personal achievement and progress.


	1. Intro:  sign friends / symbol for friend. Class create a large tactile symbol for friend. Accompany with music about friends.

2. Friendship tree / qualities of a friend: use of symbols to decorate. Look at context of friendship (café, cinema, school, neighbours, youth club etc).

3. Communicating and sharing interests: use of Friends big book. Focus on shared interests (e.g. football) and means to communicate (email / phone). Role play.

4. The Story of the Lost Sheep (big book). Read and re-create story putting emphasis on God’s relationship to humankind in Christianity.

5. Can God be my friend? Focus on prayer as a means to talk with God. Support with posters of prayers in church, home etc.

6. Look at a range of familiar sounds, e.g. voices and environmental, school and community, identification and recording.

7. Look at a few genres of music (classical, jazz, pop etc). Sample and identify favourite. Pupils to bring sample of music from home.

8. Music and sounds within Christianity. Present examples of spoken word, prayer and songs. 

9. Music and sounds within Islam. Present examples of spoken word, prayer and music, e.g. animated call to prayer on Islam4Schools website.

10. Music and sounds within Hinduism: present examples of spoken word, prayer and chants, e.g. the ‘worship in the mandir’ videos on the LGfL Espresso site.

11. Music and sounds within Sikhism: present examples of spoken word, prayer and hymns, e.g. the Sukh Aasan ceremony (CLEO website), when the Guru Granth Sahib is put to rest at night, or the ‘worship in the gurdwara’ videos on the LGfL Espresso site.

Outcomes

At the end of this unit, pupils at foundation level will:

· be able to respond to a range of sensory stimuli in relation to given themes, through the use of artefacts, auditory, experiential  and visual opportunities and presentations used to explore friends, sounds and music within given faiths.
At the end of this unit, pupils at intermediate level will:

· be able to highlight features and respond to detail re meaning / issues of friendship.

· be able to display and communicate interest and preference.

· be able to respond to simple detail via artefacts, books, music, sounds, posters, DVDs and internet.
· be able to attempt key signs where appropriate, such as friend, music, respective faith, places of worship etc.
· identify the similarities between religions concerning prayer and worship.

At the end of this unit, pupils at advanced level will:

· be able to draw attention to qualities of a friend / in friendship.

· be able to use key signs / words consistently.

· be able to recall key information and reflect on meaning in Bible stories, sounds in places of worship etc.

· be able to complete given worksheets and review tasks independently.
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
