	To reflect and encourage a sense of awe and wonder in observation.

To observe and identify the ways in which the natural environment changes.

To develop an understanding of attitudes to the natural world in Islam. 

To develop an understanding of the concept of follower in Christianity and how it aims to reflect Jesus’ teaching.

To provide students with an understanding of related Bible stories and characters

To encourage students to reflect on personal achievement and progress


	1. Intro:  sign (‘new life’) and look for signs of spring in and around the school environment / make comparisons with previous term.

2. Reinforce by accessing video clips online (e.g. BBC Springwatch etc).

3. Awareness of environments: treasure trail (find previously objects and / or symbols around school)

4. Awareness of environments: use of big book (The World of Dottie and Buzz) to emphasise aspects of the natural environment and make comparisons.

5. View and review related section from Dottie and Buzz video related to the natural world / new life.

6. Approach to new life: use of big book (Seven New Kittens) with attached activities and puzzles etc.

7. Respect for other life: use of big book (The Tiny Ants) with attached activities and puzzles etc

8. Review of further changes in the natural world in and around school / make comparisons and access video clips etc

9. Followers: intro to the sign, symbol and word follow / following and reinforce with music games and Simon Says (staff and student led) 

10. Followers: following signs / use of big book (Christianity: Followers) / follow signs to Food Technology (or other location) room for a snack.

11. Followers: use of big book / extract from Sermon on the Mount and miracle of the five loaves and two fish / support with video (Animated Bible Stories etc)

12. Followers: What Jesus taught His followers / further extracts from the Sermon on the Mount / use of big book My Christina Faith to address key Christian beliefs / followers of Jesus focus (e.g. Bible stories re: lives of disciples) 

13. Undertake RE evaluation / cover sheet / complete RoA work

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Outcomes

At the end of this unit, pupils at foundation level will:

· be able to respond to a range of sensory stimuli in relation to given themes, through the use of artefacts, auditory, experiential  and visual opportunities and presentations used to explore new life and followers

· be able to highlight features and respond to detail in the natural world  

· be able to display and communicate interest

· be able to respond to simple detail via artefacts, books, posters, dvds and internet

· be able to attempt key signs where appropriate, such as aspects of the natural world and Jesus

· be able to make comparisons and recognise changes in the immediate natural world

· be able to use key signs / words consistently

· will be able to recall key information in Bible stories
· will be able to complete given worksheets and review tasks independently
