	Before the club starts running

· Coach will consult school about how sports activity areas are arranged and cleared when the sport activity is in progress

· Sports coach to visit the area to be used for the sport to advise about what needs to be cleared and which furniture will need to be moved

· A floor plan for each activity area will be made, detailing where furniture needs to be cleared and where equipment will be placed to avoid hazards (copy put in the area, and given to coach)

At the beginning of each session

· Sports coaches responsible for checking the activity areas, referring to the plans and using their own expertise, before starting the activity; volunteer assists with set-up, or keeps children organized during set-up and tidy-up (eg some children help, rest seated out of way of traffic)
